Labels the correct item from an array when provided with the class of the item – When presented with an array of items (for example, a cat, a spoon, a bed and a car) and asked to label the item when provided the category: “Tell me the one that’s an animal” The student will respond with the correct item: “cat” 
	Goal(s)

1. That the SD of the item and its properties that define its class evoke the target response. 

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places.

3. That the student will be able to name novel items that are of the same class.
4. That these mastered skills can promote and expand intraverbal communication skills.

·  Teach Tact and receptive at the same time
