	Mands: 

· Mands for actions (“Open” to get the instrument out of the box)

· Mand for specific items (Drum, triangle, shake, sticks)

· Mand for you to play the instruments

· Mand to shake maraca

· Mands using phrases (“I want the…”, “Open the box.”)

· Mands using adverbs (“Fast/Slow”)

            Mands using adjectives (“big drum”, “blue triangle”)
Tacts:

· Tacts the particular instruments

· Tact actions: “what am I doing”  (“shaking maraca”, “playing guitar”, “singing”, “dancing”

· Tacts instrument by a feature, function, or class (“Tell me the one that’s round, makes music, is an instrument”)

Receptive:

· Responds to name being called for a turn
· Follows direction with context of the activity (“Come here”, “Sit down”, Get the…”, Take the…”)
· Receptively identifies the instrument
· Follows directions to do a motor action (“Arms up”, “Shake”, “Stop”)
· Follows directions to give/get an item to/from another person (“Take this and give it to…”, “Go to…and get the…”)
Intraverbal:

· Fill in words from song (“…and now its time to <’stop’>)
· Fills in categories of instruments and vice versa
· Fill in feature and function of instrument (“what shape is a drum?”, “What do you do with a maraca?” “tell me something else that’s round”)
· Respond to questions after activity is over: What did I take out of the box?, what was I playing?, what instrument did we shake?
