Outcome 3: Taking Appropriate Action to Meet Needs


Taking care of basic needs (e.g., showing hunger, dressing, feeding, toileting, etc.)


Contributing to own health and safety (e.g., follows rules, assists with hand washing, avoids inedible objects) (if older than 24 mo)


Getting from place to place (mobility) and using tools (e.g., forks, strings attached to objects)
