	Skill Description

Labels environmental sound – When listening to a recording of common sounds, or upon hearing a natural environmental sound and asked “What do you hear?” the learner will label the common sound. 
	Goal(s)

1. The sound is the SD for the tact and not the item making the sound. 

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places.

	Prerequisite Skills: 

· The learner must be able to tact the item making the sound before being asked to tact the sound the item makes. 
· Determine that the learner does not have a hearing deficit that hinders successful responses.

 

	Considerations:  
· Start with mastered tacts that produce common sounds that are relevant to the learner. 
· Contrive opportunities for the learner to hear the targeted sound in various settings and at random times.  
· Mix up the sounds when presenting them so that rote responses don’t occur.

· Do not have the item making the sound in sight.  The SD is the sound. 
· A tact prompts used simultaneously with the sound could be the item itself or a picture of the item.  Remember that it is the sound (SD) that the learner is tacting and the prompt must be faded.
