	Skill Description

The learner will be able to label parts of items of a given picture or object which are obviously missing or incorrect. 
	Goal(s)

1. That the missing stimuli evoke the response.

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places. 

	Prerequisite Skills: 

Strong discrimination and tacting skills for items, actions, FFCs, categories, adjectives, adverbs, parts/features of items

	Considerations: 
· Start teaching trial by having student tact an item that is the same as the target but that is not missing or incorrect or…..
· Start teaching trial by having student engage in a listener response for  an item that is the same as the target but that is not missing or incorrect
· You can error correct the missing target by returning to tact of the target that is not missing and then immediately tact the missing target. (see the items in bold italic below)
