The learner will label a variety of adverbs and use them in responses. 
	Goal(s)

1. That the stimuli that evoke the response is the action involved.

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places.

3. That the learner begins to spontaneously label adverbs.

	Prerequisite Skills: 

Strong skills of tacting of actions and objects.

 

	Considerations: 
· This can best be taught in the NET.
· Use an echoic to tact prompt 
· Begin teaching with identical items/actions that vary only in the aspect you are teaching (i.e., clap slowly vs. clap fast, playing drum slowly vs. playing same drum fast).
· Once mastered with identical items probe for dissimilar and novel items.
· Video clip examples can be used to demonstrate the adverbs as long as the examples are identical to begin teaching this skill. Once the student has mastered adverbs, difficulty can be increased by comparing action of dissimilar object.    
· Mix up the order of adverbs presented to avoid rote responding.
