Labels the class of items – When presented with an object or picture of an object can the learner label its class? Cat is a type of___ “Animal” 
	Goal(s)

1. That the SD of the item and its properties or function evokes the target response. 

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places.

3. That these mastered classes can be expanded to multiple responses of items that are part of the same class.

4. That these mastered classes can promote and expand intraverbal communication skills. 

	Prerequisite Skills: 100 + mastered tacts

	Considerations:  

·  When running tacts for class of items, intersperse trials for the student to tact the item to avoid the learner replacing the items name with the name of the category. Example:  (Teacher: “A cat is a type of _____”? Learner: “Animal” Teacher: “What is it”?  Learner: “Cat”)

· Choose targets that are relevant for the learner from the mastered tacts on the skills tracking sheet. 
· Start teaching this skill with classes that are clearly distinct. (Example: food vs. furniture vs. animal)
· In most cases, this can be taught  without use of direct prompting, but rather by running a trial of the tact of item when provided class (already mastered), immediately followed by the trial for tacting item by its class.  We recommend, running at  least two attempts before moving on to errorless procedures, since the first trial would serve as an imbedded prompt for the second
