Labels parts or features of objects – When presented with an object or picture of an object can the learner label its parts? Bicycle – tire, seat, handlebars, pedals, chain, etc… 
	Goal(s)

1. That the SD of the part or feature evokes the target response. 

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places.

3. That the learner begins to spontaneously tact features/parts without prompts.

4. That these mastered features and parts can be expanded to multiple responses of items with similar features/parts. 

5. That these mastered features/parts can promote and expand intraverbal communication skills. 

	Prerequisite Skills: 

100 + mastered tacts

	Considerations:  
·  After the student tacts the feature, also have him tact the item to avoid the learner replacing the item’s name with the name of the feature. Example:  (Teacher: “What is this part called”? Learner: “The tire” Teacher: “What is whole thing called”?  Learner: “A bicycle”)

· To prevent rote responding, don’t tact parts of an item in the same order each time. 

· Teach Tact and receptive at the same time

· Choose targets that are relevant for the learner from the mastered tacts on the skills tracking sheet. 
· Consider the “style” of the object when teaching its features. Is the target commonly what the learner would come in contact with in his/her environment?  (i.e. phones – there are many different styles of phones including cell phones verses house phones)
· Start teaching this skill with objects as the parts are more discrete. It may not be realistic to teach some objects due to their size or availability, therefore use the best picture available. Pictures must have distinct/discernable parts if they are to be named.
