	Skill Description

Labels pronouns - the learner will be able to label and use pronouns. Example: when asked “Who is jumping?” the learner will state, “You...” or when asked “Who has the ball” the learner will state, “They do”. 

The student will then progress to the use of carrier phrases and respond by stating, “You are jumping and not just, “You”. 
	Goal(s)

1. That the stimuli that evoke the response are one or more people and an item or event. 

2. That the response(s) are correct in relationship to the situation. 
3. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places. 

	Prerequisite Skills: 

· The learner has to be able to tact the specific events, actions, items, etc., involved in the teaching or NET scenario.  

	Considerations:  
· Best taught in the NET
· Do not teach receptive and tact at the same time as it will confuse the learner. Teach as a tact first.  (See Example B on page 2)
· Do not praise the learner by saying great “YOU”….  Example:  The learner’s response to “who has the ball”.  Learner – “I do.”  Teacher – “Yes you do”.  (Is it you or I?) This confuses the learner. 
· Do not use pronouns from your perspective as this will confuse the learner. The teacher has to respond from the learner’s perspective to prompt the correct responses.
· Teach pronouns in the following order:
(1) I do/you do   (2) Your/my    (3) He/she    (4) His/hers    (5) We/they
