	Skill Description

The learner will be able to label a verb and a noun in combination (two component label).  The learner identifies an object and its action. 
	Goal(s)

1. That the stimuli that evoke the response is both the object and its action. 

2. That the targeted responses are evoked in similar situations, with different people, with different items, and in many different places. 

	Prerequisite Skills: 

100 plus tacts of objects

20 plus tacts of actions 

	Considerations: 
· To avoid rote responding, don’t teach items in a specific order. 
· Teaching only with fluent tacts for items and actions.
· Teaching in the natural environment increases MO for attention. It may occur as part tact and part mand for attention: i.e. Frog’s jumping!  
· Vary your stimuli by adding lots of different items and actions that the learner has mastered.
· Teach pivot responses (multiple actions with one noun as well as multiple nouns with one action)
· Monitor that the student does not revert to tacting the action in place of the object.  Ex: student starts tacting the ball as “bouncing” instead of a “ball”.
