Motivative Operation is not specific to the verbal behavior emitted as a response (the person does not “want” what is said.)

Student sees someone clap their hands
	Non-verbal behavior in which the response mimics the behavior presented in the antecedent condition.

The behavior imitates what was done.

Student claps hands
	Non-Specific Reinforcement

Student gets reinforced by some non-specific event, like praise or attention.
