Teaching Prepositions
1. Select two sets of two prepositions to begin teaching (for some students you may only be able to teach one set of two prepositions at a time). 
Example: 

Set one: 
On-In

Set two: 
In front-Behind

2. Select 6 items that the student is able to tact fluently for each set of prepositions.

3. Designate 3 items as stationary and 3 items as mobile for each set.

Example:

Mobile

Box

4. Start session by probing each preposition using one of the sets from each.  
· Make sure to randomize the order in which you probe them.

· Do not probe back to back 
· Probe both tact and receptive
· For the tact, make sure the student answers using the items to describe the location in relation to the other  (example: Where’s the penny? “On the box” )

· For the receptive, you will give the student the instruction of what to do with the mobile item (example: “put the penny on the box”)


5. Once probes are completed, you can begin teaching using a mixed format of both tact and receptive. 
6. Occasionally, mix in tacts for the items so that the student maintains fluency with tacting the items as well.

7. Once sets are mastered, probe with new mobile items and same stationary items.

8. Probe with new stationary and novel mobile.

9. Probe previous stationary items as mobile and vice versa (as applicable)

10. Probe in the natural environment.

11. As preposition sets are mastered, introduce new set of prepositions.
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
