Motivative Operation is not specific to the verbal behavior emitted as a response (the person does not “want” what is said.)

Student hears someone say “cookie.”


	Non-Verbal behavior:

Usually involves following directions or conditional discrimination (a selection response: touching something when it is named)

Student touches a picture of a cookie.
	Non-Specific Reinforcement

Student gets reinforced by some non-specific event, like praise or attention.
