	Verbal Stimulus

(For intraverbal, both antecedent and response verbal behavior can be in any form: does not have to be vocal)

Motivative Operation is not specific to the verbal behavior emitted as a response (the person does not “want” what is said.)

Someone asks a question, i.e.  “What do you eat?”


	Verbal behavior that does not duplicate the verbal antecedent stimulus (does not share point to point correspondence)

The speaker answers questions, fills in statements, makes word associations, etc.

Student says “cookie.”
	Non-Specific Reinforcement

Student gets reinforced by some non-specific event, like praise or attention.
