	Sensory stimulus serves as  discriminative stimulus.

Seeing, hearing, feeling, touching, tasting, smelling.

Motivative Operation is not specific to the verbal behavior emiited (the person does not “want” what is said.)

Student sees (smells, tastes, or hears) cookie.


	Verbal behavior:

Usually involves “labeling”

Student says “cookie.”
	Non-Specific Reinforcement

Student gets reinforced by some non-specific event, like praise or attention.
